Made memorization effective by:
» Choosing meaningful verses
* Encouraging and rewarding review
* Exciting the parents
» Going slow enough to make it easy
* Going fast enough to make it meaningful and challenging
* Making it easy for parents (Review bookmarks, memorindifs, flash cards, audio
CDs)

Made memorization expand by:
* Keeping it visible
* Making it hard enough that parental involvement was nacgss
» Continuing promotion
» T-shirts for 50 verses
* The quiz show
* The power of a sticker
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Why you may want to consider a similar program:

How does this differ from other memorization programs?

More repetition leads to better memorization.

It is more intensive than most Sunday school programs.

It incorporates child, parent, and church involvement.

It is far less time and resource intensive than many gihed church memory programs.
